WEST PLAINS - The Waynesville High School girls’ soccer team capped a huge week by capturing the West Plains Lady Zizzer Classic on Friday and Saturday.

The second-seeded Lady Tigers swept through the tourney field 3-0 to take first place. Earlier in the week Waynesville knocked off Ozark Conference foes Rolla 3-0 on Tuesday and Lebanon 2-0 on Thursday. Both Rolla and Lebanon were top-5 teams in the Southwest Missouri Region.

Waynesville improves to 12-2 overall.

West Plains Classic

WHS opened tourney play on Friday by blasting Valley View (Ark.) 7-0. Junior midfielder Katie Pritchard, senior forward Mallory Omundson and sophomore midfielder Erica Combs each scored two goals and junior forward Tasha Lord added one. Junior midfielder Lauren Kelly had three assists while senior forward Sarah George, sophomore defender Orielle Thomas, junior defender Allison Keeling and Lord all had one assist.

On Saturday morning WHS shut out third-seeded Sikeston 2-0 in a physical contest. Kelly scored twice, on assists by Lord and Combs. Junior Crystal Hutchinson record her 10th shutout in goal.

In the championship game the Lady Tigers faced top-seeded St. Louis Notre Dame and was forced to come back from a three-goal halftime deficit to post a 5-4 victory.

Notre Dame, with a brisk wind to its back, bolted to a 4-1 halftime lead. Waynesville’s first-half goal came from Pritchard, making it 1-1 at the time.

In the second half the Lady Tigers took full advantage of the win and poured in four goals of their own. Lord netted two goals and Pritchard and Thomas added the other two WHS second-half scores.

It was Lord who gave the Lady Tigers the lead with her second goal on a free kick from 40 yards out.

“This week was unbelievable,” said WHS head coach Josh Scott of last week’s action. “First two great conference wins and then to come and win a difficult tournament. I am ecstatic. You can’t pick out one player to single out. When you are down three goals against a team from St. Louis who plays all the premier schools in the state and come back…it was a total team effort.

“We talked about pride at halftime and the girls responded with the sense of urgency they needed too. This was the first time we did not fold when down to a good team; I can’t say how happy I am for our team. But now it is time to refocus on advancing in conference and districts in a couple of weeks. We have to keep getting better.”

Waynesville 2, Lebanon 0

The Lady Tigers improved to 4-1 in the conference. After a scoreless first half Pritchard scored on a strong individual effort, assisted by Omundson, seven minutes into the second half. Pritchard later scored on a free kick just outside the 18-yard box off strong work by Lord. Hutchinson was in goal.

Waynesville won the junior varsity game 1-0. Kirsten Lord scored on an assist by Whitney Alkire. Tiffany Robertson and Kim Snodgrass shared the shutout for WHS.

Waynesville Jayvee Tourney

Waynesville finished third in the Black Division at the Waynesville Jayvee Tournament. Camdenton placed first in the division with Lebanon second, Waynesville third, Dixon fourth and Richland fifth.

In the Orange Division Jefferson City placed first, Rolla second, St. James third and Fatima fourth.

Waynesville lost to Dixon 3-2 and tied Camdenton 2-2. Against Dixon WHS goals came from Abby Clabaugh and Kirsten Lord with an assist from Jillian Crabtree. Dixon’s Lucy Rector scored on a breakaway with :45 left to give the Lady Bulldogs the victory. Against Camdenton WHS got two goals from Morgan Mincey off assists from Kim Bigelow for the tie.

In other Black Division games Dixon and Lebanon tied 2-2, Camdenton topped Richland 7-0 and Lebanon shut out Richland 5-0.

Jefferson City scored in the final five minutes to beat Rolla 1-0 in the title game. In other Orange Division games Rolla topped Fatima 4-0, Jefferson City shut out St. James 2-0 and St. James topped Fatima 1-0.
