Quite a Senior Night
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The 2008 Ozark Conference champion Waynesville High School girls’ soccer team
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It’s not that the Waynesville High School girls’ soccer team is greedy.
But there will be no sharing this year.


The Lady Tigers put the finishing touches on a perfect Ozark Conference season  Thursday night…and did so in record-setting, shutout fashion.
WHS completed its league schedule 9-0 by blanking Springfield Parkview 7-0 on Lady Tiger Senior Night at Slaughter Stadium.
It is the second consecutive season that Waynesville has laid claim to the conference crown. However, last spring the Lady Tigers shared the title with Springfield Glendale.


In addition, WHS completed its perfect 2008 league journey on the night that senior forward Katie Pritchard joined Missouri state soccer royalty. Pritchard netted four goals on Thursday, giving her 167 in her three-time all-state career. That ties the Missouri large-school all-time career goal-scoring record. Pritchard now holds that record with former four-time all-state midfielder Anne Felts from Rolla. Felts, who also holds the state’s career assists and points records, led Rolla to four state quarterfinal berths in the late 1990s and early 2000s and later won a national championship as a member of the North Carolina women’s soccer squad.


In all, it was quite a Senior Night for the Lady Tigers.
“It means a lot to the program,” said WHS head coach Josh Scott of the team’s conference and Pritchard’s goal-scoring accomplishments on Thursday. “It also means a lot to the parents and to the community, who came out to watch.”  Waynesville, 15-4 overall, dominated play on Thursday against a Lady Viking squad which is now 8-9 overall and 2-6 in the conference.


Senior midfielder Tash Lord opened the scoring for the Lady Tigers, scoring unassisted. 
Pritchard then followed with back-to-back-to-back goals – the first two unassisted and the third coming off a Lord assist.


Junior midfielder Erica Combs made it 5-0 with an unassisted goal. 
And late in the contest Lord added an unassisted goal and Pritchard tied Felts with a booming kick from about 20 yards out with under four minutes remaining.
Senor Crystal Hutchinson recorded her sixth shutout in goal for Waynesville.


The junior varsity game ended in a 1-1 tie. 
Abby Clabaugh scored the WHS jayvee goal off an assist by Jorgie Dacamara. 
Tiffany Robertson and Annalisa Davis shared time in goal for the WHS jayvee squad, now 6-5-3.


The Lady Tigers are scheduled to play in Jefferson City today against Jefferson City High School, with the jayvee game starting at 4:30 p.m. and the varsity contest to follow.
Waynesville is scheduled to end its regular season next week, with non-league games against Springfield Catholic at Springfield on Tuesday and a home game against Nixa on Thursday, May 8.
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
