Lady Tigers 2-4 after beating Hillcrest, losing at Camdenton
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The Waynesville High School girls soccer team is now 2-4 (and 1-2 in the Ozark Conference) after some ups and downs this season. On Tuesday night the Lady Tigers were scheduled to host the Lady Lakers of Camdenton at home, but rain in the area rendered Slaughter Field in Waynesville mostly unplayable.

Instead of attempting to reschedule coaches agreed to move the game to Camdenton.
The Lady Tigers got on the bus and lost 4-0 to the Lady Lakers. “It was a  the same thing for us,” said head coach Mike Gow. “A game of two halves; perhaps two teams?”

The Lady Lakers scored 4 goals on the Lady Tigers in the first half, but the Waynesville squad clamped down in the second and no one else scored. "I was pleased with some aspects of the game,” Gow said. “The girls watched some game film Monday and I was pointing out some of the simple things they could fix. They fixed some of those things, which was nice to see.”
Last week the Lady Tigers rebounded from a three-game losing streak to knock off Springfield Hillcrest 2-0. Before that, they’d lost to Ozark 4-1, suffered a heartbreaking 1-0 overtime defeat at the hands of Washington and a 9-0 drubbing at the hands of Kickapoo in their Ozark Conference opener.

Gow thinks that his team will be fine when they start playing more consistently.
“The girls just need to come into the game with the same focus they have going into the second half,” he said. “I need to find that trigger as their coach. Once I find that, I am sure the team will play well.” One positive is that they won’t have to set foot on another bus for a long time–they’ll be home the rest of this week and all of next with four straight at Slaughter Field.

Tonight they’ll host Springfield Glendale in an Ozark Conference game before hosting 2008 state semifinalists Hazlewood Central on Friday.Next week they’ll return to conference action against Rolla on Tuesday and then against Lebanon on Thursday. All games will begin at 5 p.m. with the JV contests immediately followed by the varsity games, except Hazlewood Central which will be varsity only.
